1 – 20 count Crayola washable markers  
1 – 60 count Crayola pre-sharpened pencil crayons 
1 – Watercolor paint set with paint brush  
1 – Package of Expo whiteboard markers (preferably black) 
3 – 10 count Dixon or Hilroy HB/2 sharpened pencils (no mechanical pencils) 
3 – highlighters of different colors 
1 – Assorted colors 4-pack gel pen 
5 – Large white vinyl erasers 
5 – Elmer’s washable school glue sticks, disappearing purple, 20 g 
1 – pack Scotch magic tape  
6 – large Ziploc bags 
1 – Tissue Box  
1 – 5” sharp scissors *labelled  
1 – pencil case *labelled 
1 – Metal pencil sharpener with container for catching shavings *labelled 
1 – Sketchbook, 9 x 12 inches, 30 pages *labelled 
1 – regular size stuffed toy as a reading buddy (should fit a school bag) *labelled 
1 – Headphones (no earbud type ones) *labelled 
1 – Pair of black inside/gym shoes, non-marking (no “wheelies”) *labelled 
1 – bag full change of clothing, including socks and underwear *labelled
